       Every organism has a particular shape of its own. This shape often depends upon the shape of the supporting system of the organism. The body of the organism may be supported by a frame on the inside or outside. These frames are called skeletons. A skeleton can therefore be defined as a rigid framework which gives suport and shape to an organism.

The skeleton forms the central core of the human body and is covered up by muscles, blood vessels, nerves and skin. It is internal, and is therefore described as an endoskeleton (endo – within). In contrast, animals such as crabs, millipedes, spiders and insects, have their skeletons on the outside of their skin. Such skeletons are called exoskeletons. In insects, the skeleton is a hard cuticle containing mainly chitin and some hardening mineral salts like phosphates and carbonates of calcium. Its outermost layer is covered with a thin layer of wax which makes it waterproof. It performs the same functions as the endoskeletons.

The greater part is made up of non-living materials. It therefore cannot grow, and must be shed occasionally, during moulting or ecdysis, to enable the animal to grow. The shells of mollusks, e.g., that of the giant land snail, are protective exoskeletons.
